The registration process for New Trier High School begins with a series of meetings, for both parents and 
students, in January called the Academic Life meetings to help you choose classes for next year, introduce 
you to our academic leadership personnel, and provide an opportunity for you and your student to ask 
questions regarding our program at the Northfield Campus.
